What is a cataract?
Cataracts are the most common cause of 
impaired vision. A cataract is the clouding of 
the eye’s natural lens.  Because it is cloudy, 
the lens cannot focus the way it should causing 
blurred vision.  This condition generally develops 
gradually and can appear as early as age 40. 
By age 80, over half of the population has had 
cataracts in one or both eyes.  

What are the symptoms of a cataract? 
• Halos or circles around lights
• Diffi culty driving at night or in bright sunlight 
• Blurry or hazy vision
• Trouble reading fi ne print 
• Colors becoming faded or washed out

Treatment options for cataracts 
The only effective way to treat cataracts is to 
remove them. Cataract surgery is the most widely 
performed non-elective surgical procedure 
in the world. More than 2 million people have 
cataract surgery every year. After the cataract 
is removed from the eye, a lens that provides 
vision is implanted into the eye. A simple and 
painless procedure, it involves no-stitches, 
patches or injections.  It was TLC’s nationally 
renowned surgeon Paul H. Ernest, M.D. who 
developed the stitch-less cataract procedure 
which is currently being used across the country. 
Standard cataract surgery is covered by most 
insurance plans including Medicare. 

Custom Refractive Cataract Laser Surgery 
Advances Cataract Surgery
Until now, standard cataract procedures and custom cataract surgeries were performed  without the precision of lasers. With the 
introduction of the fi rst FDA approved custom cataract laser, surgeons at TLC Eyecare & Laser Centers can now create incisions and 
potentially reduce astigmatism up to 10 xs more precise than manual techniques for some portions of the cataract surgical procedure. 
In Michigan, this type of laser precision combined with the experienced surgeons is available only at TLC Eyecare & Laser Centers. 
“This laser is a revolutionary step in cataract surgery, providing better use of current lifestyle lens options in correcting astigmatism, 
offering computer controlled precision as it automates some of the most challenging steps of traditional refractive cataract surgery,” 
says ophthalmologist Paul Ernest, MD of TLC Eyecare & Laser Centers.

What is Presbyopia
Presbyopia is the hardening of the lens, which typically causes a loss of focus on objects up close. It’s caused by a gradual loss of 
fl exibility in the eye’s natural lens and surrounding muscles. Those who are over 45 and need glasses for reading are most likely 
experiencing the beginning of presbyopia. This is a natural part of the aging process and it affects everyone. Patients with presbyopia 
can now choose to have a procedure called Refractive Lens Exchange or RLE- (another fi rst for TLC Eyecare & Laser Centers to 
offer this technological advancement) to replace the natural lenses of their eyes with multifocal intraocular lenses. These lenses help 
focus near, far and in between and in most cases reduce the need to wear glasses or contact lenses. This is an elective surgery and 
is generally not covered by insurance. The surgeons at TLC Eyecare & Laser Centers can now utilize the Custom Refractive Cataract 
Laser to perform RLE with greater precision and safety than ever before Intraocular lenses have been in use for over 50 years and 
today are available in all kinds of shapes and sizes.

• Monofocal Lens- A lens with a single focal point, designed to correct cataracts and provide distance vision while offering 
  enhanced image quality. You still may likely need glasses for reading, and possibly for distance vision.

• ReSTOR Lens- This multifocal lens allows you to see near, far, and everywhere in between. Most patients fi nd they can read a
  book, work on the computer and drive a car, day or night with an increased freedom from glasses. 

• Toric Lens- This advanced lens is designed to correct both cataracts and astigmatism a the time of surgery, for clear distance
  vision without the need for glasses; however you will still require glasses for reading.
